Displaying your recent 
documents folder in Windows XP 

To display your recent documents 
folder in  Windows XP follow these 
steps: 

¶ Right click on the Start  button and 
select Propertie s, or if the Start 
menu is already up, simply right 
click on any blank area and select 
Properties . Either way is fine!  

¶ From the Properties  menu, select 
the Start  Menu  tab at the top 
and then select Customize . Click 
the Advanced  button . 

¶ Under Recent  Documen ts , check 
the ñList my most recently 
opened documents ò check box, 

then click OK until you exit the 
window. The next time you open 
the Start  Menu , My Recent 
Documents  should be displayed!!
