A Tip or Two 

Did you know you can insert your 
signature into a Word document (such as a 
letter or Christmas card)? 

First you need to sign your name on a 
blank piece of white paper and scan the 
signature, saving it as a jpg file into a 
folder where you can find it again. 

Make sure you save just the signature, not 
the whole A4 sheet!!!  If you don’t know 
how to do this, best you enrol in a 
Scanning Short Course. 

Then, when you’ve written your letter or 
made you card in MS Word (or any other 
word processing program) you can insert 
the signature just like any other photo – 
including resizing it if necessary. 

If you use a blue pen when signing and 
print in colour, the signature can look quite 
like it’s been done individually. 

This process can also be used to have a 
message in your Christmas card in your 
own handwriting – I avoid this as my 
handwriting is quite appalling.
